SUMMER SCHOOL SUCCESS:

First of all, I would like to Thank all the teachers for their commitment to the success of all of our students this
summer. Students were engaged in programs and activities in a safe and productive educational environment. Stu-
dents also received additional support to close the achievement gap.

Summer School Gains-. Reading fluency showed gains at 78%, and Mathematics gains were 62%. The ELL
(English Language Learning) students gained an average of one year in reading during the three week session. Our
data supports that the more students came to class and received instruction, the higher the gains. Unfortunately,
several students’ attendance was inconsistent, which pulled the averages down.

As you can see how important it is for your child to continue his/her education during the summer. Summer school
is optional in many cases and to have that available to your child and FREE is something that every parent should
look into. If you had a child that attended summer school, you should be very proud of him or her because we are
at Multicultural Academy. I hope that next summer we will see more students and see gains even higher!
